He is also working with Tom Pfeiffer to become
acquainted with members of staff at City Hall to help plan our moves
at each stage of construction. Our committees continue their fine work
and thus we rested on our laurels!! These have indeed been heady day
for Florence Habitat for Humanity.

However, we became too comfortable. We have reached a low point
with the resignation of Bill Fulton. For most of his eight-and-a-half
years in Florence he has been both the vicar of St. Andrews Episcopal
Church and the executive director of Florence Habitat for Humanity.

He prays,
he builds, he sings and he is a thespian in our midst. Bill has been
called to be vicar of St. Anthony of Egypt Episcopal Church in Silver-
dale, WA, and will leave Florence at the end of April.
